Primary transportation

Logging is a serial operation; that is, certain steps must be performed in a given order so
the objective may be achieved. However, the order of these steps varies from system to system.
In most cases, after the cutting is done the logs must be transported to a landing for loading. Any
movement from the stump to a landing is called primary transportation. This is the second major
component. A landing may be either a cleared area where logs are stored for further handling or
a wide spot on the shoulder of the road. Major methods involved in primary transportation are:

Skidding: Skidding describes the movement along the ground of trees or tree segments
from the stump to a landing area. It may be performed by wheeled or track-type machines. When
cables are used it is called yarding or cable skidding. Airborne vehicles such as helicopters and
balloons are also used to move logs to a landing area from the woods.

Bunching: This function is actually an element of skidding. It is sometimes done by hand
when bolts are being handled, but mostly it is a mechanized process. Bunching refers to piling or
stacking small groups of trees or tree segments in the brush, but not necessarily at the stump. The
bunches are then moved from the brush to the landing, generally by a wheeled or tracked
vehicle.

Primary transportation

Forwarding: This form of skidding, which is also called prehauling, involves loading the
tree segments on a carry vehicle and carrying them to the landing. In some cases large skidders
or tracked vehicles will drag several bunches from a single concentration point. Forwarding is
considered a component rather than an element.

Loading: The third major component, loading, is not as difficult to explain as the other
components. This component involves placing some form of tree segment or tree length onto a
haul vehicle. Ordinarily, loading refers to woods loading. However, loading also takes place at
various transfer points.

Secondary transportation

The final component in a logging system is secondary transportation and includes all wood
movement from the landing or transfer point. Secondary transportation includes movement by
truck, rail, or water.

Log Transportation: Log transportation includes all log movements from a landing to an
end-use or transfer point. Movement may be by truck, rail, water, or by a combination of two or
more transportation modes. When log are loaded at the stump, as in some pulpwood operations,
this is also considered secondary transportation.
